For non-lIsraeli citizens visiting Israel. The Israeli government has delayed, until January 1, 2025, the requirement
that all non-Israeli citizens from visa exempt countries (https://www.gov.il/en/pages/tourist-visa-table) submit an
Electronic Travel Authorization (ETA-IL) before they travel to Israel. From now until December 31, 2024, the ETA-IL
system will remain open for application submissions as a pilot program only for all non-Israeli citizens from visa-
exempt countries. During the pilot phase, submitting an application will be voluntary and free. Beginning January 1,
2025, all travelers to Israel from visa-exempt countries must have a valid visa or ETA-IL approval before traveling to
Israel, and it will cost 25 shekels to submit the application.
