Last Call---Remember to sell your Chametz. Sites at which you can sell Chametz online are listed below
(“Mechirat Chametz online”).

Please remember to light a long-burning candle before Shabbat. Candle lighting for Chag on Saturday night is
only after 19:44 and must be done from a preexisting flame.

Seudat Shabbat Motzi on Erev Pesach. For those who wish to eat Seudat Shabbat with Chametz Motzi
immediately after participating in Hashkama Minyan on Shabbat, 12 April, please note the following:

1. Motzi will be made as part of Kiddush, and bread will be available on a designated table (please do not
bring Chametz items under the pergola).

2. Under no circumstances may Chametz be brought into the Shul or the Shul kitchen. Latest time to eat
Chametz on Shabbat morning is 10:31 AM.

When Pesach Seder is on Saturday night. This year 5785/2025 is a special one: Pesach starts on Motsaei
Shabbat, and as a result, Erev Pesach falls on Shabbat. (This will not reoccur for another 20 years.) As a result,
all sorts of clean-up procedures and pre-Pesach and Shabbat rules and rituals need to be properly planned. The
attached short guide: What to Do When Erev Pesach Falls on Shabbat (5785) by Rabbi Aryeh Frimer - available
in English and Hebrew.
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Erev Pesach Mincha/Maariv. There will be an early Mincha on Shabbat Erev Pesach at 17:30 followed by
Maariv. No Seder preparations may be performed until 19:44 (including heating food or setting the table)
even if you have davened Maariv early. Please see here for an explanation by R’ Aryeh Frimer of why it is
permissible to daven Maariv so early on Shabbat afternoon. Note: Second Shabbat Mincha is at 18:55, short
D’var Torah by Rav Moti Goldreich and Maariv at 19:30 (slightly earlier than regular Motzaei Shabbat
Maariv).

Alternatively, you can call *2701 and say the name of the medicine in English or Hebrew. The answering
system will tell you whether the medicine is Kosher for Passover.

The above Medicine list indicates that The Chief Rabbinate’s policy is that no medicine containing Chametz
should be used - unless it has no substitute and halting its use will lead to safek pikuach nefesh.

The CRC and OU policy below is more lenient.

CRC (Chicago Rabbinical Council) Passover Guide can be found online at: https://consumer.crckosher.org/wp-
content/uploads/2025/03/Pesach-Guide-2025 reduced.pdf. The CRC Policy on Medicines and Cosmetics is
found on page 12 and Medicines listed on pp. 13-17. A list of nutritional supplements, baby formulae and milk
substitutes are found on p. 20. Index to the Pesach articles at: https://consumer.crckosher.org/pesach-2025/
Some of the important highlights from the CRC Guide are as follows:

- All pill medication (with or without Chametz) that one swallows is permitted without special Hashgacha.
[Candy coated pills are an exception.] Vitamins and Food supplements do not necessarily fall under the
category of medicines.

- Liquid and chewable medications that contain Kitniyot are permitted for one who is ill.

- All varieties of body soaps, hand sanitizer, shampoos and stick deodorants are permitted for use on Pesach
regardless of their ingredients.

- All types of ointments, creams, nail polish, hand lotions, eye shadow, eyeliner, mascara, blush, foot and
face powders, and ink and paint may be used regardless of their ingredients.

- Lipstick, mouthwash and toothpaste which contain Chametz should not be used. A list of approved
lipsticks is found in the CRC guide pp. 16-17.

- Alcohol products used for medicines, cosmetics, perfumes and soaps produced in the USA do not contain
grain alcohol - and may be used.
We note, however, that many Poskim — including R. Ovadia Yosef (Yalkut Yosef, Moadim p. 360) and R.
Joseph B. Soloveitchik - permit all denatured alcohol on Pesach. See also the review of R. David Brofsky
